      1Corinthians 2:9 But as it is written, Eye hath not ______, nor ear _______, neither have 
       entered into the _______ of man, the things which God hath _________ for them that love 
       him. NOTE: When God promises that “these words are true and faithful,” He means 
       exactly what He says!!  The reward of eternal life purchased by the blood of Christ will 
       not be a mediocre so-so experience!  It will be a life of unimaginable pleasure, joy and 
       incredible fulfillment for endless ages to come!  Let’s look more into God’s Word to see 
       what it says about the reward of the saved.   
 
3.) In the last book of the Bible, Revelation, in the latter chapters we see a majestic title  
      given to KING Jesus just before He receives His saved children unto Himself.  What is this 
      title given to our Savior? Revelation 19:16 And he hath on his ________ and on his thigh a 
      name written, KING OF _______, AND LORD OF ________.  NOTE: Jesus is ultimately the  
      whole focus of the Bible from Genesis to Revelation.  He is the KING above all Kings.  
      Without Him life itself wouldn’t be possible.  No wonder He is the Star of all scripture.  He 
      is and should be our overall focus, the One great hope for all mankind!     
 
4.) If Jesus is the KING, who might be the Kings under Him? Revelation 5:9 And they sung a  
      new song, saying, Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: for thou 



      wast ______, and hast ___________ us to God by thy _______ out of every kindred, and 
      tongue, and people, and nation; 10 And hast made us unto our God ______ and ________: 
      and we shall ______ on the earth. 1:5 And from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, 
      and the first begotten of the dead, and the _______ of the kings of the earth. Unto him that 
      loved us, and ________ us from our sins in his own _______, 6 And hath made us ______ 
      and _______ unto God and his Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever.  
      Amen.  NOTE: Did you notice in the verses above about God’s redeemed being “kings and 
      priests” You read it right!  Revelation says that God’s faithful are to be made kings and  
      priests.  Do we see other indications in scripture that we will be in some type of rulership 
      position?  Let’s do a little study from God’s Word and compare scripture with scripture 
      and see if the Bible supports this idea!     
 
5.) First of all, do the redeemed and saved receive an inheritance from God? Romans 8:17  
      And if children, then ______; ______ of God, and joint-______ with Christ; if so be that we 
      suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together. 1Peter 1:4 To an ____________ 
      incorruptible, and undefiled, and that fadeth not away, _________ in heaven for you, 
      Ephesians 1:11 In whom also we ______   ___________ an ___________, being 
      predestinated according to the purpose of him who worketh all things after the counsel of 
      his own will: NOTE: What does it mean to “received an inheritance?”  This sounds like a  
      done deal!  For those whose probation has closed at the point of death and are saved, 
      they can expect a rich reward, an inheritance as these verses claim!  
 
6.) What statements did Jesus make in regards to the destiny of those who are faithful in  
      their responsibilities in this life for the glory of God? Matthew 25:21 His lord said unto 
      him, Well done, thou ______ and __________ servant: thou hast been faithful over a few  
      things, I will make thee _______ over ______ things: enter thou into the joy of thy lord.  
      V.23 . . . repeat of above verse   NOTE: [Sometimes repetition in scripture means -this is 
      important, take notice].  Notice what Jesus said of the faithful talent owners that they  
      would be “ruler” over many things.  An awesome destiny awaits God’s children!  But they 
      must prove faithful in building character now, using the gifts and talents that God has 
      bestowed upon them.       
 
7.) How did Heaven’s King Jesus reveal true Kingship and humble servant attitude? Luke  
      22:25 And he said unto them, The ______ of the Gentiles exercise ________ over them; and 
      they that exercise ___________ upon them are called benefactors. 26 But ye shall _____ be 
      so: but he that is _________ among you, let him be as the younger; and he that is ______,  
      as he that doth _______. John 13:3 Jesus knowing that the Father had given ____ things 
      into his _______, and that he was _______ from God, and went to God; 4 He riseth from 
      supper, and laid aside his _________; and took a towel, and girded ________. 5 After that 
      he poureth water into a bason, and began to _______ the disciples' feet, and to ______ 
      them with the towel wherewith he was girded. NOTE: True greatness is pure unselfish 
      love!  It thinks of the needs and joys of others.  It wants only the best for others!  It is a 



      love that is willing to sacrifice for others!  Only those who are willing to let King Jesus 
      transform and change their hearts and character into this kind of love will be able to 
      inherit and possess this kind of kingdom.

NOTE: Keep in mind 
      only overcomers will inherit this privilege.  
 
9.) What does Jesus say about appointing us a kingdom and one of the activities we will  
      perform? Luke 22:29 And I _________ unto you a __________, as my Father hath 
      appointed unto me; 30 That ye may eat and drink at my ______ in my kingdom, and ____ 
      on ________ _________ the twelve tribes of Israel. NOTE: What does Jesus mean exactly 
      about “appointing us a kingdom”?  There is probably a lot of details that we don’t know 
      because the Bible only tells us so much and we can’t speculate much beyond what the 
      Word of God reveals.  We do know from other scriptures that God’s saints will be 
      involved in a type of judgment during the 1,000 years where they will reign as Kings and 
      Priests.  
 
10.) Where else in the New Testament does it say God’s saved children will rule or “reign”? 
      2Timothy 2:12 If we suffer, we shall also ______ with Him: if we deny him, he also will  
      deny us: Revelation 22:5 And there shall be no night there; and they need no candle, 
      neither light of the sun; for the Lord God giveth them light: and they shall _______ for ever 
      and ever. NOTE: Incredible!!  God’s people will reign!  Again, we don’t know exactly what 
      this means.  Could it be that saved humanity will have the privilege of rulership over 
      some of the vast universe of created beings on other worlds? [See study on “The Universe 
      Is Watching Us!] We don’t know.  But if we are faithful in this life, when we get there, we 
      will certainly find out!  
 
11.) Crowns are placed on Kings!  Will God’s saved from this world receive crowns? 1Peter  
      5:4 And when the _____ Shepherd shall appear, ye ______ receive a _______ of glory that 
      fadeth not away. 2Timothy 4:8 Henceforth there is laid up for me a _______ of 
      righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous judge, shall ______ me at that day: and not to 
      me only, but unto ____ them _____ that love His appearing. James 1:12 Blessed is the man 
      that endureth temptation: for when he is tried, he shall ________ the ________ of life, 
      which the Lord hath promised to them that love him. NOTE: When you piece everything  
      together from all the scripture thus far we see an amazing picture unfold in which God’s  
      royal children will have incredible privileges and honors bestowed upon them!  
      Dear Bible student, -you must be a partaker of this glorious inheritance! It will be worth 
      whatever we have to sacrifice for in this life!!
